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Products & Equipment Required:



ES #75 Heavy Duty Degreaser



Paper Towels



Microfiber Cloths



Warm/Hot Water

Stainless Steel will have an oil residue when it is shipped to protect the surface. This must be removed to clean properly after it has been installed.



Procedure

1. [image: image3.wmf]Mix a spray bottle of ES #75 Degreaser at 1 part degreaser to 8 parts water.

2. [image: image4.wmf]Spray the solution on the surface and allow it to work for a few seconds. Wipe the surface in the direction of the grain with paper towels to remove the oily residue. Repeat if necessary.
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3. Rinse the surface clean using warm/hot water and Microfiber cloths to remove any soap residue.

Frequent regular cleaning is the best way to maintain stainless steel. However a natural oxidation process will occur which will require a Periodic Stainless Cleaning to remove soap build up and mineral deposits.
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
