[image: image1.wmf]Scrubbing And Recoating Floors


Products & Equipment Required:

Scrubber

Blue Floor Pads (2)

ES #70 General purpose Cleaner

Putty Knife to scrape gum, tape, etc. from the floor

Dust Mop

Dust Pan

Broom

Wet floor Signs

ES #96 High Traffic Floor Finish

Mop Bucket (lined with a garbage bag) and Wringer

Mop with a Finish Mop Head

Wet Mop and Bucket


Measuring Cup

It is best to do this job at night as there will be a 4 hour time period in which no one may walk on the floor due to drying time.

It is important that you read the Automatic Scrubber manual as there are specific Cautions and Warnings that warn you of potential danger of machine damage or bodily harm.


Before you recoat it is important to deep clean so that dirt and soil will not be trapped beneath the new floor finish.

There are 3 steps to scrubbing and recoating the floors:

1) Dust Mopping

2) Auto Scrubbing

3) Applying Finish

Dust Mopping

In order to keep your floors clean, you must remove the sand and grit before it damages the floors. We do this by dust mopping.

You will find that frequent dust mopping will increase the length of time that your floors look good and reduce the need to scrub and re-apply finish.

Always dust mop before you use the auto scrubber.

1. [image: image2.wmf]Using a clean dust mop, lift it about one foot off of the floor and allow it to drop, this should spread out the yarn and make for easier dust mopping.

2. [image: image3.wmf]Push the dust mop in one continuous movement without lifting it. Make sure that you overlap previous passes.

3. Collect the dirt and debris using a dustpan. Clean out the dust mop by either shaking it outside or vacuuming/whisking it off.

You work hard to keep the floors looking good, do not ruin all your efforts by using a dirty dust mop.

Auto Scrubber

Even though you use a daily cleaner it can not remove the deep dirt and soil that get into your floors. You need to deep clean in order to accomplish this. We use an auto scrubber to deep clean and scrub away the top layers of your floors.
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Equipment

ES # 70 General Purpose Cleaner
Gloves & Safety Goggles

ES # 96 High Traffic Floor Finish

Preparing The Auto Scrubber For Use
1. [image: image4.wmf]Install the BLUE pads on the pad holders provided with the machine.


2. Fill the solution tank with ES #70 General Purpose Cleaner at a dilution of 1 part cleaner to 40 parts water.

3. Go to the area that is to be cleaned and place wet floor signs at the end of the aisles.
Using The Auto Scrubber

[image: image6.wmf]On your first pass with the auto scrubber you will scrub the floor but not pick up the solution so that it will have time to work on the floor. Be careful of “overrun” solution that may seep into carpet or under doors.

1. Do not do too large an area, as the solution needs time to work. Use the doodle bug with a BLUE pad on heavy skid[image: image7.wmf]/black marks or stains.

2. Adjust the solution flow control lever so that a thin, even layer of solution can be seen in front of the squeegee.

3. [image: image8.wmf]Run the machine slowly and watch for obstacles.

4. When turning corners, watch for excess water puddles.

If puddles occur:

· Adjust the water to lower the output.


· Turn the machine a little wider around corners.

5. On your second pass of the same area move the squeegee lever to lower the squeegee and turn on the vacuum system. Leave the brushes down so that you are scrubbing the floor a second time as well.

6. If you are not finished auto scrubbing, refill the tank with the ES #70 General Purpose Cleaner/water solution and continue. If you are done, go on to the next step.

7. Go over the entire area again rinsing it with only clean water and picking it up in one pass. Recheck and remove any marked or scuffed areas that would be “buried” under recoat.

8. [image: image9.wmf]Mop up any areas that are still wet the return the equipment to the custodial closet while the floor dries. Check edges, corners and display areas for any overrun or puddles.

 9. The floors should now look clean and dull.

Applying Finish

You have just deep cleaned the floor and are now ready to apply floor finish or recoat.

1. [image: image10.wmf]Line your mop bucket with a plastic bag and pour in 2 to 3 gallons of ES #96 High Traffic Floor Finish. Soak the mop head in the finish solution prior to use.

2. Proceed to the area to be finished with the mop and bucket.

3. Wring out the bottom 2/3 of the mop of excess finish solution before applying it to the floor.


4. Frame an area about 8 ft. by 10 ft. in a U shape, then fill in the area using a figure 8 pattern with the mop, applying an even coat of finish. Continue doing this until the total area has been completed.


5. When the floor has dried to the touch (30 to 45 minutes) you can apply the second coat of finish in the same manner as you did the first one. Two coats are normally all that are required when recoating.

6. When you are done, rinse off the wringer, wash out the mop bucket, wash the mop head and then hang it to air dry. Any finish left over should be disposed of and not tried to be stored for future use.

7. When the floors are completely dry you can remove the wet floor signs and allow people back on the floor. 

The floor should look clean and shiny. Do not burnish the floor for at least 24 hours to allow the finish time to cure.
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
