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Strip and Recoat Procedures



Strip and Recoat Steps

This job will require about 6 hours to do between 2000 to 2500 sq. ft. of stripping and recoating.  It must be done in the evening because no one will be allowed on the floor.

It is important that you read the Automatic Scrubber manual as there are specific Cautions and Warnings that warn you of potential danger of machine damage or bodily harm.

There are 3 steps to stripping and recoating the floors:

1) Dust mopping    2) Auto Scrubbing   3) Applying Finish

Products and Equipment Required:

Dust Mop

Corn Broom

Safety Scraper

Wet Mop (1)

Finish Mops (2)

Wet Floor Sign

Buckets and Wringers (2)

Garbage Bags

Scrubber Pad Holder c/w BLACK Pad

ES #85 Scrub Free Stripper

ES #96 High Traffic Floor Finish

Swing Machine

Auto Scrubber

Strip and Recoat – Dust Mopping

In order to keep your floor clean, you must remove the sand and grit before it damages the floors.  We do this by dust mopping.

You will find that frequent dust mopping will increase the length of time that your floors look good and reduce the need to strip and re-apply finish.

Always dust mop before you use the auto scrubber.

1. Using a clean dust mop, lift it about one foot off of the floor and allow it to drop.  This should spread out the yarn and make for easier dust mopping.

2. Push the dust mop in one continuous movement without lifting it.  Make sure that you overlap previous passes.

3. Collect the dirt and debris using a dust pan.  Clean out the dust mop by either shaking it outside or vacuuming/whisking it off.

You work hard to keep the floors looking good, do not ruin all your efforts by using a dirty dust mop.

[image: image2.wmf]Strip and Recoat – Auto Scrubbing

1. Fill your mop bucket with ES #85 Scrub Free Stripper mixing it at 1 part stripper to 4 parts cold water.

2. [image: image3.wmf]Fill your Auto Scrubber with clean water and install Black Hi Pro pads for stripping on machine.

3. [image: image4.wmf]Remove as many obstacles as possible.

4. Place wet floor signs for safety.

5. [image: image5.wmf]Apply the diluted stripped solution liberally with a wet mop.  CAUTION:  Floor will be extremely slippery.  Use of stripper slippers or duct taping doodle bug pads to the bottom of the shoes is recommended.

6. [image: image6.wmf]Stripper should be applied to least 1 foot beyond the area to be finished.

7. Allow the stripper to sit for 10 minutes. Do not allow it to dry.
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8. Scrub the edges using the Scrubber Pad Holder with a black pad.

9. [image: image8.wmf]Scrub the area once using the Auto Scrubber or Swing Machine, but do not pick up the solution.

10. Scrub the area a second time picking up the solution with the Auto Scrubber or vacuum.
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11. Mop or wipe up any wet spots with a terry towel.

12. [image: image10.wmf]Your floors should appear clean and free of black marks, dull and free of all floor finish.  Any shiny marks are an indication of floor finish still not removed.

13. If required, apply stripper to any spots and scrub with your doodle bug pads.

14. [image: image11.wmf]Rinse the floor with clean, cool water using the Auto Scrubber by turning the water on and scrubbing and picking up on the same pass, or wet mopping and vacuuming up.

15. Allow the floor to dry.

Strip and Recoat – Applying Finish

You have just stripped the floor and are now ready to apply floor finish.

1. Line your mop bucket with a plastic bag and pour in 2 to 3 gallons of ES #96 High Traffic Floor Finish.
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2. Soak the clean finish mop head in the finish solution prior to use.

3. Proceed to the area to be finished with the mop and bucket.

4. Wring out the bottom 2/3 of the mop of excess finish solution before applying it to the floor.

5. Frame an area about 8 ft. by 10 ft. in a U shape, then fill in the area using a figure 8 pattern with the mop, applying an even coat of finish.  Continue doing this until the total area has been completed.


6. A second, third and fourth coat are to be applied in the same manners as you did the first one, allowing 30 to 45 minutes (dry to touch) between coats.

7. When you are done, rinse off the wringer, wash out the mop bucket, wash the mop head and then hang it to air dry.  Any finish left over should be disposed of and not tried to be stored for future use.

8. When the floors are completely dry, you can remove the wet floor signs and allow people back on the floor.
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
